Can I create and interpret bar charts?

Understanding scales using the Data handling ITP

The following examples illustrate how the Data handling ITP can be used to develop confidence in reading a scale.
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Using the ‘hair colour’ pre-populated bar chart, hide the colours in the key. Ask the children to work out which bar relates to which hair colour.
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Use one of the pre-populated data sets (e.g. ‘our pets’). Hide the number of pets and ask the children to use the bar chart to respond to questions such as:

· How many children have a pet hamster? How do you know?

· ‘There are half as many mice as fish.’ Do you agree? Explain why.
