Can I multiply one-digit and two-digit numbers by 10 and 100?
Multiplying by 10 game

Give each pair of children a set of ×10 cards (see below).

Ask them to shuffle the cards and then lay them face down.

They take it in turns to turn over two cards. If one card is ten times bigger/smaller than the other and the child who turned the cards over can say a calculation that links them (e.g. ‘26 multiplied by 10 is 260’), that child keeps the cards. If either condition is not met, the cards are replaced, face down.

The winner is the child who has the most cards when all the pairs have been found.
